l Always keep your clubs activities write ups ready for communication so that your

news do not get delayed and loose its news worthiness.
l Analyse community needs and pick up activities that your club can do best.
l Appreciate and reward service oriented people of the community freely and

openly in public functions with certificates and recognition of Lions Clubs
International.

l Always look for community participation. Invite community leaders to your club’s
activities and programmes.
To achieve these objectives, you must begin by :

v Setting goals-reviewsing your clubs earlier efforts.

v Planning ahead-planning and timely execution are vital for public relations.
v Determining your budget, consulting with the President and the Board of Directors.
v Creating time table - Decide when and how you can promote your club during

the year.
v Monitoring the progress of your efforts and reviewing the plan, reset your

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Use the slog overs wisely
Nothing succeeds like success. At the same time, nothing fails like

success. When success goes to one’s head, and complacency sets in, physical and
mental lethargy begins to take its toll. We are at a stage in India where we are sitting
the driver’s seat 90% of the Districts have recorded net growth; the balance 10% are
expected to enter the positive quadrant before the year ends. The mood is upbeat, but
in our hearts of hearts we know that there is still much more that can be achieved.
We live in the days of one day cricket, and even T-20 format, where the slog overs
are perhaps more, and atleast equally, important. As we enter the final phase of the
fiscal year, we need to tighten our belts and let no opportinity slip by.

Carrots do Work
Some District Governors initiated special recognition schemes for

membership growth in January or February. Others have announced similar

initiatives in the month of May and June. The logic is simple to make the opporunity

cost of the losing a member extremely high for any club, and at the same time

providing a higher leverage to the potential gains of including a new member.

Sometimes we wonder what recognition can realty do but the fact of the matter is

that this is human nature. There is enough time for other districts to draft similar

schemes that would contribute to a better retention rate.

Competition Leads to Performance
Most districts in our country develop their own contest rules. This is the

time when the club and district leaders start looking at the score board a bit more

seriously. Some District Governors have held meetings with their Region Chairpersons

and Zone Chairpersons and instructed them that the discreationary points in the

contest rules may be awarded to only such club officers who have included their

own spouses or at least one family members as a lion in my club; further still the

cabinet officers have also been informed that the district Governor personally would

award the discretionary points mainly guided by the measuring yard of growth in

family members of the respective cabinet officers while making their assessments.

This sends out a clear signal to all aspirants in the district in which direction they

should start moving.

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Guidance Note for Club Membership

Strength of Cabinet Members

1. The members of the District Cabinet are considered to be individuals who are leaders of

repute and standing, have experience and a track record of good performence, and are

committed to the overall objectives and goals of the District Governor.

2. Such individual cabinet members represent the chosen few from entire base of past

Presidents of the clubs of the district  who are entrusted with the important administrative and

motivational assignments of various natures. Such individuals are expected to serve as

role models for all other lions.

3. Membership growth is critical area for the association at this point of time. Further, it has also

been observed that clubs with membership strength that is exceptionally low tend to lose

vitality. Their meetings usually lack attraction to draw more members, and may not even be

held regularly.

4. Lions Club international has benched marked a figure of 20 members as the minimum for

initiating a new club. Although LCI continues to recognize clubs with membership below 20,

it has been observed and catagorically concluded that clubs with membership below 20 are

not in a position to offer either good fellowship opportunities or render sustainable service

programs for the communities.

5. Individuals who have served as Past Presidents of clubs with membership below 20

would be expected, and are strongly encouraged, to work towards induction of more

members in their home clubs to raise the membership level above 20 so that the clubs may

be able to experience the vibrancy as is expected of an active Lions Club.

6. Since the District Cabinet is supposed to be composed of individuals who have exemplary

track record and serve as role models, it is not considered appropriate to incuude such

members in the District Cabinet whose home clubs have membership below 20, as they

would not be able to demonstrate qualitative leadership by example.

7. While following the above policy, District Leadership would be able to send a clear signal

that it rates membership strength of clubs to be the most important indicator of club health.

Further that if a particular club’s health is failing, the leaders of the said club would be better

advised to apply their time and energy to nurture their home club to good health. Such

individuals may not be able to serve as role models in a District Cabinet where a DG

accords membership top priority status.

8. Thus, as a best practice, the District Governors may induct only such individuals into their

District Cabinets whose clubs have membership strength exceeding 20. District Governors

may also decide upon their domestic policies of including a second individual (if capable,

and if felt desirable to do so) in the District Cabinet only if the strength of the incumbent’s

home club exceeds the next higher bench mark. This next higher bench mark level may

be decided on a district to district basis from year to year.

CLUBS SHOULD TRY TO COMPLETE INSTALLATION OF NEW TEAM FOR
2009 - 10 BEFORE 30th. JUNE’2009 AND NEW TEAM SHOULD START WORKING
FROM 1st. JULY’2009.
1. Club installation ceremonies are performed each year to mark the successful completion

of a particular lions year, and the commencement of the next fiscal year.

2. Article - III sec. 4 of the By Laws of the Standard Club Constitution states as follows :

“An annual meeting of the club shall be held in conjunction with the close of each lion’s
year at a time and place determined by the Board of Directors, at which meeting the final
reports of the retiring officers shall be read and the newly elected officers shall be
installed.”

3. From the above it is amply clear that said has to be conjunction with the close of a
particular year. Such meeting may be organized towards the latter part of June (i.e. just
before the end of the year in respect of which the reports would be presented) or the early
part of July (i.e. just at the commencement of the fiscal year in respect of which the new
board shall be installed). In any case, this meeting shouldnot be held later than 31st July
in the interest of the club.

4. It should be clearly understood that the term of the office of the new team commences
from 1st July onwards of each fiscal year, irrespective of the date of the annual meeting
where installation of the new board takes place.

5. It has been observed that in most cases that the working of the new fiscal year does not
begin in right earnest till the Installation Ceremony. Even if it does so, would still be highly
advisable to have such meeting in the concluding part of a fiscal year or the early part of
the new fiscal year to provide adequate momentum and to bring forth the annual reports
of club activities to the members.

6. At the said annual meeting, it has also been observed that in some districts, and more
particularly some District Governors make it a policy matter to attend all or most
installation ceremonies. This would have the effect of delaying the installation meetings of
some clubs even beyond July of the new fiscal yer. Further, this would eat into the
precious time of the District Governor at the start of the fiscal year which can used to plan
and motivate, follows up with cabinet officials and streamline the working of the district
from the beginning. In most cases, District Governors who spend a lot of time in visiting
all installation meeting may find their programs and target accomplishment for services
activities and membership growth being unduly delayed.

7. In conclusion, as a best practice, clubs should be strongly encouraged by introduction of
provisions in the contest rules, awareness of the constitutional provisions or through any
other appropriate means for the need to organize their annual meetings where installation
ceremonies would take place as per Point 3 above, with the District Governors not
necessarily attending the said meetings.

v District Governor is the elected leader of the District but the functioning of the district
depends on the involvement and efficiency of the members of the District Cabinet who are
appointed by the District Governor.

v There are certain norms for appontment of Region Chairpersons (optional) and Zone
Chairpersons which the DG must adhere to when making the appointments. A Region
must have a minimum of 10 clubs and not more than 16 clubs. A zone must have a
minimum of 4 clubs and more than 8 clubs.

v There are certain posts like Cabinet Secretary, Cabinet Treasurer District PRO and
Bulletin Editor who are considered the core members of the Cabinet.

v There are a definite number of recognized Committees recommended by the International
which are headed by respective District chairpersons.

v Points to be considered while deciding the size of the Cabinet :
a) The Cabinet is to help the District Governor to run the district efficiently.
b) The size should be such which is easier for the District Governor to monitor day to

day working.
c) The division of work should be specific and such that productivity can be measured.
d) There should not be any overlapping of responsibilities to ensure that no one affords to

be inactive or ineffective.
e) All cabinet member should feel important and responsible to deliver.
f) No post should be created just for the sake of creation, but should be created with a

definite aim and with a definite target to achieve.
g) All members of Cabinet have votes and the quorum for any meeting is 50%.

v Points in favour of small size of Cabinet :
a) There are many instances to substantiate that the working of a District has been much

better whenever the size of the Cabinet has been small. If the number of Cabinet
Members is large, the members do not feel involved in the functioning nor do they feel
important enough to be really serious to produce results.

b) It is difficult for the District Governor to maintain regular follow up if the number of
Cabinet members is large.

c) If the size of the Cabinet is small, it enhances the bondage among members and
encourages increased efficiency in working to produce better results.

v Formation of the Cabinet :
a) Core Cabinet Members like Cabinet Secretaty, Cabinet Treasurer, District PRO and

Bulletin Editor.
b) Region Chairpersons and Zone Chairpersons as per number of the clubs in the district

following the norms laid down in the Constitution.
c) District Chairpersons for the recognized Committees recommended by the International.
d) Such other District Chairpersons for Committees considered absolutely necessary

keeping the special circumstances and requirements of the individual district.

v Recommendation :
Considering that the number of clubs in a district in MD 322 is mostly around 70 to 80, it
is recommended that the size of the cabinet should be between 60 to 80 members.

Size of District Cabinet

First let us analyse what should be the role of a past district governor in general

ROLE : 1
An ACTIVE ASSET at the District Level
Support the Ruling DG in home district in every possible way...year after year

ROLE : 2
A sought After MENTOR to Young Upcoming lions
Identify and encourage Talent impartially

ROLE : 3
A guide for service and/or Membership Projects
Share their priceless wisdom & experience by giving advice...when asked ...but should not
prefix all statements with- ‘when I was governor’. Keep creating miracles through event
management & team building abilities.

ROLE : 4
A Generous donor and/or active fund raiser
Should continue to contribute personally and /or ensure community support for district and club
events / activities financially.

ROLE : 5
A Communication expert
Should actively involve in publications, web sites, newsletters, reference and research. If
constantly updated and prepared with new ideas to share can enrich meetings as guest
speakers.

ROLE : 6
A faculty at schooling
Giving meaningful, practical and useful content in an innovative style can make one of the most
wanted trainer in the schooling circles...Need to constantly update would be necessary.

ROLE : 7
A Networking & Liaison SPECIALIST
Can be resourceful for getting information, grant assistance, twinning projects, good speakers
to the District.

ROLE : 8
A SCULPTOR for Upcoming Leaders
Grooming Aspirant Leadership.

ROLE : 9
A great and a man few words
Participate in decision making or peace making meeting as an impartial listener & thoughtful
speaker.

Roles of Past District Governors

in Cabinet Meetings
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Each of us can create our own roles - there is no dearth of opportunities. To be a popular
past district governor it is important to remember that our role must be supportive.

The question that now arises is - Should past district governors be members of a
district cabinet  ?

Constitutionally, the district cabinet consists of the district governor as chairperson,
immediate past district governor, vice district governors and other officers as nominated
by the district governor. Hence it is not mandatory that past district governors be part of
the cabinet or be invited to the cabinet.

If we look into the structure of our International Board we see that Past International
Presidents are not part of the International Board and do not attend Board meetings. Some past
presidents are how ever nominated as Appointees by each president.

The recommendation would be not to include past district governors in the district cabinet.
However, this does not in any way imply that they should not be in know of  things. The minutes
of every meeting must be made available to them. Besides, the governor at whose call the
honorary committee meets should ensure that his honorary committee meets before or after
every cabinet meeting. The chairman of the honorary committee should attend the cabinet
meeting as the representative of all past district governors. He / She should place the views of
the cabinet to the past governors and vice versa.

The advantages of the system are :

1. It gives the district governor an oppoptunity to conduct and to take decisions himself
/ herself at cabinet meetings without presure from the seniors. It helps develop
leaders.

2. In most cases the political group are headed by past governors and they have been
known to use this to settle their own personnal scores. Their absence ensures
peaceful meetings.

3. The most time consuming speakers are normally past governors and their absence
would allow the younger cabinet members an opportunity to place their reports.

4. The present of past governors intimidates the new entrants who are hesitant to speak
their mind. All decisions become political in nature.

5. It helps in bringing new ideas into practice. Most past governors live in the past and
not being update with the latest trends sometimes deter new innovative ideas to
blossom.

6. It ensures that the respect of past governors is upheld and they are not exposed in
cabinet meetings with their partisan behaviour.

The most important job of a good leader is to create new leaders. If past governors do not
attend cabinet meetings new leaders will get an opportunity to grow.

The suggestion would thus be :

1. The District governor should nominate an honorary committee chairperson who
should also be a member of the district cabinet.

2. All past district governors should be informed of all important decisions taken at the
cabinet and other important meetings.

3. Honorary committee meetings should be held regularly.

4. The past district governors should be given duties which the governor would like to
assign to each to assist them administer the district.

5. They are useful resource and should be used as profitably as possible.

PU - 101 Forms

b) If you have not yet received your password, please send a request for the same
either to International Headquarters at wmmr@lionclubs.org or passwords
@lionsclub.org  or to the South Asian Secretariat at lion.india@lionsintl.org

2) If there is any change in member’s details, please update the same either through the
WMMR such a club will only be allowed access to  the WMMR or else send the
requisite details to the South Asian Secretariat at the earliest.

3) If a club is in status quo or in financial suspension, it will not have access to the
WMMR once it is released from status quo or financial suspension. Then, they will
have access only if the club has officers for the year 2008-2009 on file.

4) The PU-101 Form Letter to Club Secretaries 2009-2010, containing instructions online
submission of PU-101 Form for the year 2009-2010 will be included in the February
2009 club statements sent to Club Treasurers in the monthy of March 2009.”

Please complete the officer reporting form (PU-101) as soon as your club officers are elected.
Please be sure to update the new officers membership information to completing the form.
NEW FEATURE: You can now choose to have mail sent to your club’s address versus
your home address.

There are two ways to accomplish this :
1. To submit electronically, log on to the main website at  www.lionsclub.org. From

the menu on the left, click on the entry entitled“Submit Membership & Activity
Reports”. Enter your member number and password, and click “Go”

a. Click Club, then Club Officers
b. Choose Lionistic Year 2009 -2010.Choose the officer title; i.e, President or

Secretary, etc. A new page appears. Select the name from the members list
shown. Click save Repeat the process until all four officers have been entered.
After the final “Save,” you will be back at the Officer page. Click Return to go
back to the home page. Your report has now been submitted to international
headquarters !

c. To print a copy, go to Reports, choose the Lions Clubs Officer Reporting from
(PU-101) entry; and click Print. Choose “Next Year,” Click Run Report.

d. To save the document, click File, then Save and save it to your PC.
e. Be sure to send your district governor a copy from your saved document.
f. You may use the printed form to submit your new club officers. An officer reporting

form  is enclosed for your use.
The deadline for submission is May 15, 2009.
