about your miracles of service and see them in action during my extensive travels. When China
was devastated by an earthquake and thousands were left without shelter, 5,000 tents appeared as
if by magic because Lions made it happen.  LCIF also authorized US$3 million to help meet
immediate needs.  I visited a school where 13 students had died just weeks before, but there was
joy and relief on the faces of the surviving children because of the hope inspired by the compassion
of Lions. Now that’s a miracle. In Australia bushfires destroyed communities and disrupted lives,
reducing entire towns to ashes. Victoria state officials asked Lions to consult on rebuilding plans. 
Why?  Because of Lions’ highly visible presence on the ground providing relief where it was most
needed. These examples show that Lions can step up in a big way when needed.  But miracles
also happen on a smaller scale.  Maureen and I vividly recall the joy of a young mother in Africa
after a corneal transplant provided by Lions allowed her to see her children for the first time.  And
when we assisted in a vision screening for the Navajo people in the southwestern United States,
we knew we were offering hope to people who otherwise might have none.

Message for Club President (08-09)
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Good morning, Lions. Or as we say in Germany, Guten Morgen.
I am so proud and feel so privileged to be standing here today

as the president of the world's greatest service organization. I salute all
you here today-from the United States, Germany, Japan, India, Canada,
England, Australia, Kenya, Brazil. I wish I had time to name all the
countries. You are the reason Lions Clubs are what they are-the world's
servants, the people who turn lives around and help our communities be
stronger and better. I have learned a great deal through Lions and from
Lions. I was entrusted to take on major challenges in the world for Lions,

and I am extremely thankful for that chance. Now the time has come to give back.
Let me say it as simple as I can: Growth and Innovations will be the touchstones of this

presidency.
Today I want to tell you a little bit more about myself, about this coming Lions year and tell you

a few stories. Your time is precious. So I promise to be brief. Not long ago I was on a plane and
the gentlemen next to me took a good long look at me and then turned away. Then he did it again.
The third time I caught his eye. So he told me what he was thinking. "Are you a Lion?" he asked.
"You look like a Lion," he said. I look like a Lion? Maybe we Lions do look differently. Well, that's
not quite the end of the story. He asked me some more questions about Lions. I certainly don't mind
talking about Lions. In fact, I love it. But there was something about the way he was asking
questions that I had to ask him: "Are you a Rotarian?" I said this because only Rotarians can ask
so many questions like that! Well, he was a Rotarian, as it turned out. I ran into this man again when
we were getting our luggage and he explained to me how he knew I was a Lion. He had seen my
pin on my jacket. So it's a funny story but it also tells me how important it us for Lions to show who
we are. It's important to get our image out there. Don't ever by shy about making known our identity
as Lions. It helps people to get to know us and be part of us.

You just watched a video about me. So you know who I am. But I want to speak from the
heart now on why I am a Lion and why, like you, I am compelled to serve. We all have our
reasons to serve. Here is mine. I have had the privilege of knowing what it's like to be hungry.
I know what it's like not to know when the next meal will come. I know what it's like to be
vulnerable and at the mercy of powerful forces outside yourself.

During the horrible war at which time I was a small boy my dear mother kept us safe and
kept us alive. She protected us and showed us the power of love. All around us there was
terrible suffering and destruction and she sheltered us and taught us that goodness and caring and
kindness can be alive and survive the most terrible times. During those years I also learned that
goodness and caring and kindness can come from outside the family. We can care deeply about
others with whom we have no connection.  One day when I was a little boy on the farm a jeep
with U.S. soldiers came roaring up to the farm. I was scared, of course. One of the soldiers took
out his pocket a round thing with a hard texture. And he smiled as he gave it to me. So I thought
it was a ball and was ready to play with it. But he peeled this orange and let me eat it. These
soldiers came day after day. They gave me rides in their jeep. They let me have some fun. I
didn't understand a word of what they said. "I don't understand them," I told my mother. "They're

speaking English," she told me. This was the first time I met Americans. This was the first time
I realized there was a great big world out there. And there were good things out there. There was
possibility. There was kindness. There was the chance to come together-different people from
different cultures committed to making life better.

Let me tell you one other story related to the war. It was after the war-1948. I was in
Frankfurt, still a young boy. And the sky was filled with planes, U.S, planes. They were headed
to Berlin. The city had been blockaded. The air lift kept West Berlin supplied. There were nearly
200,000 flights and around 1.5 million tons of essential goods transported to Berlin. Every two
to three minutes the planes landed on one of the three West Berlin airports. "Candy Bomber was
the name of the aircraft in the vernacular. The American people kept the city alive. The odds were
nearly impossible. But they did it.

Lions, what we do sometimes has nothing to do with self-interest. We help others because
it's what we do. It comes from inside us. Let us never lose this tremendous impulse we have
to serve. I am from a beautiful, area in Germany, as you saw in the film. We Lions in Germany
are strong in service. We are growing in numbers. We are big supporters of Lions Quest. We
assist those with disabilities. We are a vital part of our communities. We are Lions !

Let me say one word that helps describe what clubs in Germany practice beyond the
ordinary: Gemutlichkeit. There is no perfect translation for that word. But it means friendliness,
cheerfulness, a sense of happiness amid belonging.

Gemutlichkeit and service go together. Do fun things as a club. Don't do service that is a
chore. Do service that gladdens the heart. Do service with others. Do service by all means but
do service that makes you want to come back day after day, year after year, as a Lion. What
we do is serious business. We improve lives. We help people who otherwise would be
neglected. But our service always needs to have that little extra side dish, that sauce and
seasoning, of joy and lightness.

In a short time you will watch another video about my presidential program and its theme
Move to Grow. But let me just explain its essence: We Lions need motion. We need energy.
We need dynamic progress. Life is always changing, always evolving. We need to move
forward. We need to Move to Grow.

We need to induct new qualified Lions members. The Global Membership Team is leading
the charge. But every Lion has to help, maybe even within you own home. Lions, we often fail
to ask our spouse to become a Lion. That's a great starting point. Let's share the privilege and joy
of being a Lion with those closest to us.

Let's continue to invite women in general to join. Two decades ago we had no female Lions.
Today they are the fastest growing segment of our organization. We have nearly 260,000 female
Lions, about 20 percent of all Lions. But we can do better. We have to. Forgive me, male Lions,
but women seem to know a thing or two we don't about getting things done and working together
and trying new approaches.

Speaking of inducting women as Lions, I would like to personally advance that cause.
(The President personally inducted a new Lady Lion.)

Lions, let me talk a bit more about membership. We need to particularly focus our membership
efforts on areas of the world where we are underrepresented such as Eastern Europe. Our first
club in that part of the world also was 20 years ago. Since then, we've added 10 districts, 400
new clubs and 11,000 new members there. But we're really just getting started. These nations
have moved into the modern era with democracy and free markets and they are ripe for civic
engagement. Now is the time to make this happen. The beauty of the success we envision in
Eastern Europe is that we can use this a model for growth elsewhere in the world. We are

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discovering new methods to start clubs and induct new members. It will work in Eastern Europe
and it very well may work in your town. We can't hesitate to moving forward and trying new
ideas. Success belong to those who seize the future.

Our model, our metaphor, must be the Gingko tree. The tree is a symbol of hope and love.
It represents heritage, longevity, adaptability, utility, sustainability and even global acceptability
and healing. We can plant a Gingko among Lions clubs by inducting new members, providing
servicer, building international understanding and empowering Lions with leadership skills. The
Gingko must be nurtured and have good soil, sunshine and water. We grow Lions like we grow
the Gingko by moving forward.

Move to Grow must become a reality among youths. We have tremendous youth
programs: Leos, camps, Lions Quest and on and on. But we are just scratching the surface of
what we are capable of. We're poised to really take off here. We have a new Leo marketing plan,
for example. We're launching a new brand campaign.

Lions, it many ways it is business as usual. We are all about service. But in other ways
it's not business as usual. We used sophisticated research to learn how to better appeal to young
people and we will see results this year and in coming years. The youth of today are the Lions
of tomorrow and the Lions of tomorrow will be plentiful, youthful and full of the qualities that will
make them outstanding Lions and lifetime Lions.

Let me just tell you about one of the ways we will engage youth: it's the new Lions Clubs
International Global Youth Music Competition. We'll hold regional competitions and then we'll
hold the finals at the international convention in Sydney next year. This will be a reality show that
is real, that is riveting and that will promote social and cultural understanding and underscore our
commitment to youths. Music is a universal language, just as Lions are universal in appeal. So
get ready for some wonderful, spirited, talented musical competition.

Move to Grow : Let's talk about something close to the heart of each Lion-growing in social
understanding. The global village means we're global citizens. We need to understand and care
for our neighbor-whether that neighbor is next door, down the block or across the ocean. We
need to continue to respond to large-scale disasters. We need to continue to support LCIF. We
need to be fully committed Lions not only in our own communities but also as part of our
worldwide association.

Move to Grow: We serve the world by moving forward. We rebuild communities. We
give hope. We ease suffering. We combact disability, prevent blindness, restore sight and teach
life skills. We must Move to Grow; we must push ourselves forward and ever higher.

Our strength is our diversity. It is our diversity that enables us to unite people of the world. I
know you feel the power of our diversity here in Minneapolis. I know you can sense that right now.
Behind you and ahead of you are Lions from other places and cultures. You don't know that Lion
but you do. You know he or she is dedicated to service as you are. He or she may do things
differently but you know he or she is as valuable to their community as you are. Let's keep pulling
together and learn from one another and help one another. Our strength is our solidarity.

Let me talk about one more area where we will Move to Grow. That's increasing public
awareness of Lions. Sometimes we Lions are so embedded in our communities that people take
us for granted and we take it for granted that people know about us.

But this is a media-driven, message-cluttered age. We need to be on the public stage telling
people who we are and what we do. We can't gain members, we can't maintain and increase

our service, if we remain hidden. We have to be more visible. We have to use the Internet, use
YouTube, use Twitter, to get our name and mission out there. In an ideal world, people would just
flock to us and we wouldn't need to promote ourselves. But it doesn't work that way. We can't
sit back and hope people find out about us. We have to bring Lions to them. Our roar has to be
heard. We're not shy, Lions, are we ? Let's not be shy about telling our story.

One of things we will do is a global Lions in Sight awareness campaign next January
Clubs will be asked to set up booths at malls and other public spaces, solicit media coverage
and otherwise raise the visibility of Lions. Lions Clubs International will offer tips and provide
support for the outreach. This is your club's chance to make itself know and to move your club
to the next level. Lions, in everything we do let us aspire to greatness. Let us not settle for the
ordinary and routine. Goethe, the great writer from Frankfurt, said, "Dream no small dreams for
they have no power to move the hearts of men." In your clubs and districts, dream big. Don't
be content to drift along with the current. Your members will be inspired by big dreams. You will
do more service and attract new members. Your future needs a vision, a vision equal to your
enthusiasms and talents.

Let me quote another great man, a humanitarian, Gandhi. He said, "Be the change you
seek in the world." There is so much beyond our control. But we can create our own destiny and
carve our own path. We can change ourselves; we can be the best Lion we can be. We can
create the best club in our district. We can be the people in town that everyone knows gets the
job done when no one else does. Why? Because the change we want-the change we need-
come from all of us working together.

Let me also quote an American. I think you know who she is and what she accomplished.
Helen Keller once said, "I long to accomplish great and noble tasks. But it is my chief duty to
accomplish humble tasks as though they were great and noble. The world is moved along, not
only by the mighty shoves of its heroes, but also by the aggregate of the tiny pushes of each
honest worker."

Lions, you are Helen Keller's honest, honorable workers. When you drive an elderly man
to the doctor or fix his porch, you are an honorable worker. When you go to a school and screen
a child, you are an honorable worker. When you deliver food and blankets to a flood victim, you
are an honorable worker. You are pushing the world along to a better place. You are moving and
growing and making Lions Clubs what it is and what our communities need it to be: the greatest
service organization in the world.

I want  you to take a good look around. Today we gather here from many nations. In a few
days we will be back in our own countries and communities. We'll be back at our Lions clubs
meetings. We'll return to our service.

We work globally and we must think globally. This means taking care of local needs but
also keeping the bigger picture in mind. Our social environment has become globalized and the
only way to respond is cooperation that transcends borders. We maintain our own cultures, of
course, but we also see ourselves as more of a unit. Knowing and following this we are on our
way for Building a Better Tomorrow and creating a better world.

What sets Lions apart ? It's the power of our spirit. It's our accountability, our sense of
values and our moral compass. We're the largest international network of service based on the
principle of friendship. We need to be an example to others in terms of attitude and behavior. In
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clubs, one of us must dream of a goal, another believe in it and a third move to make it a reality.
It takes courage to move forward, especially in these hard times. But you have to start with a
dream and don't give up on it.

Lions Clubs has what no other organization has: an army of volunteers. We can change the
world. We have changed the world. Lions Clubs needs you. It needs your energy, your time, your
ideals. We need you to keep doing what you are doing. Please leave this convention with the
conviction that you are very important to your club. You are the ones who improve lives for the
better. It doesn't happen by magic. It doesn't happen automatically. And it can't happen without you.

I want to close with two quick stories. I could have picked 100 other stories. There are so
many to choose from. But I think these are representative of Lions and who we are and what we
do. These two stories are not amazing and one of a kind and will never happen again. No, this
is what Lions do day after day, in Europe and the United States, in Asia and Africa and
everywhere. You surely heard about the terrible earthquake that struck Italy on the morning of
April 6. The devastation was heartbreaking. Twenty-six villages 60 miles from Rome were
damaged. 100,000 people were left homeless. More than 270 people died. The Lions of Italy
cried when they saw the destruction on the television but they also set to work. They quickly
provided thousands of blankets and  thousands of eyeglasses. They came up with hundreds of
pairs of shoes and hygiene kits for victims forced to stay at hotels. They donated sheets, towels,
irons, hair dryers, space heaters and more. They even came up with 500 two-way radios to
improve communications.

But maybe this is the best part. Easter was just around the corner. The children may have
lost their homes and their clothes and their toys but they still needed Easter. So Lions and Leos
made sure they had Easter eggs delivered to the hotels. We know that Lions are practical but we
also have big hearts and we understand what people need.

Our work has everywhere the same result, the smiling face, but the ways to achieve that
will necessarily be different. It is that diversity in approach that allows Lions everywhere on this
globe to identify themselves with their efforts.

Here is another story. It's about our peace village in Germany that is supported by Lions. Here
are children who have been seriously wounded by war, or by detonating a landmine or through
other accidents. It breaks your heart to see them. They are missing limbs. Their bodies are broken.
But their hearts are mending and we'll give them the best medical care, too, to fix their limbs.

There is one boy, a smiling, friendly boy. He drew a picture of his future. It shows him
playing soccer. He's running down the grass field. In his mind, he's about to outrun everyone
on the field and score a goal. But you need to see this boy. He can't run. He can't walk. His legs
are bandaged up and he has terrible wounds. But he has hope, He will get the care he needs.
Talk about Move to Grow ! He will move. Lions will make it possible. He will grow as a person
and one day truly understand how he was able to rise from his disability and take his place in
the world. Lions will make it happen. We combat disability.

Lions, your service has meant there are many boys like this boy who has moved from
misery to happiness. The people we help love us for who we are and what we do. Don't ever stop
doing what you are doing.

Besides above many projects are there such as DRINKING WATER PROJECTS,

OXYGEN CYLINDERS, WELCOME BOARDS, BUS SHELTERS etc. & regular
service activity also.
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Started in the year 1987 from a premises of Red Cross Society. The members of the Club
derive great deal of satisfaction because the hospital commands a great deal of respect in the
area and is the first choice for eye care.

The Club members had always a dream of operating hospital from its own building. With the
help of saving over a period of times from various fund raising activities, the club purchased 1
acre plot costing Rs. 30,00,000/-. The entire past accumulated fund of the club was used in
purchasing the land but the club had no money to build the hospital building.

Club continued to operate its hospital from rented premises but during Lionistic year 2005-
06, it was asked by Red Cross Society to vacate the premises for their own use and was given
time till March 2006. The Club had only 9 months time to shift.

The members took up the challenge and decided to do something impossible. A blue print of
new hospital building was made covering an area of more than 8,000 sq ft and the task in hand
was to raise money for construction and construct the building in a very time bound schedule of
6 months. With the support of all the members record fund of over Rs. 75.00 Lacs was raised.
The building construction started in November 2005 and was completed in June 2006. Finally,
the hospital was shifted on 28th June 2006 to our own building.

The Hospital comprises 12 AC cabins, Male and female wards, Operation Theater, chambers
for doctors, OPD, rooms for testing, kitchen etc. The Hospital also has medicine and spectacles
shop within complex. The hospital is maintained very hygienically. It also has a very well
maintained garden.

The Hospital presently treats on and average 2000-2500 patients every month with Cataract
operation of around 150-200 per month. Minimum 6-8 free Eye Operation Camps are held every year
in which on and average per camp 100 patients are treated.

The Club is regularly conducting screening camps in far off tribal places and villages which
are very poor and backward. Patients from these screening camps are bought by Club in its
own vehicle to the hospital and after free treatment/operation are left at their villages.

The club has ambitious plan to upgrade the facilities in the hospital for which funds support
from LCIF is being sought.

ROURKELA VEDVYAS LIONS EYE HOSPITAL
(Signature Project of LIONS CLUB OF ROURKELA VEDVYAS)

Lions Club of Cuttack established Melvin Jones Lions Eye Hospital in Cuttack in 1998 to
provide basic eye care services as well as necessary surgical treatment to the people in and
around Cuttack, Orissa, to achieve its slogan of “Cataract Free Orissa”.

The 40 bedded most modern and state-of-the-art Eye Hospital, equipped with all necessary
latest & sophisticated equipments, is located in the heart of the city of Cuttack. All types of
surgeries are performed by an eminent and experienced team of 5 Eye surgeons led by CMO
Dr. Kiranbala Bhandari.

More than Rs.1.50 Crores have been spent till date in construction of the Hospital building,
purchase of instruments, equipment and furniture & fittings, etc., of which Rs.28.22 Lakhs were
received as grant from LCIF. The balance amount was donated by Members of Lions Club of
Cuttack, their friends, relatives and also benevolent citizen of Orissa, who still continue to
patronize the Project.

Free Services provided by the Eye Hospital :
l Free OPD Service – Free OPD service is provided to all persons at Hospital on two days

every week.
l Free Cataract IOL Surgery – Free Cataract IOL surgery is provided to all patients requiring it.
l Free Eye Screening Camps – Free Eye Screening Camps are conducted regularly in

remote places. All persons requiring Cataract surgery are brought to Eye Hospital by
hospital’s own transport, and also dropped back after necessary surgery/treatment. Free
Cataract IOL surgery is provided along with free food to all patients.

l Free Student vision screening programme – Free Students’ Eye Check up Camps are
carried out regularly in schools of Cuttack by a qualified team. Spectacles and other
treatments of Eye ailments are provided free of cost, as required, under the project named
‘BAL DRISHTI’, which has been much appreciated by the community.

l Workshops & Seminars – Regular Workshops & seminars are conducted with help of
eminent Ophthalmologists of the country to update with the latest technical developments.

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VIVEKANANDA   PRIMARY  SCHOOL
(A school for Tribal)

Managed by : LIONS CLUB OF CUTTACK VELVET

Jagatpur is the industrial area of Cuttack. People working here are mostly
Adivasis (Tribal’s). During 1994, our management found that the children of these
Adivasis have no school for studying. Their parents were so helpless to send to the
school and instead of sending them to school they use to give them alcohol. By
consuming this alcohol children use to sleep for a long time while the parents were
away for their jobs in the near by industries. When we people found such condition of
the children and parents, the Lions Club of Cuttack Velvet decided to open a counseling
centre as well as school for these children. Cuttack Velvet formed a committee and
took initiative & constructed a thatched roof room for them and started school and
counseling centre.

The parents were given counseling as to why school is needed and how it is
going to help them in times to come. Some of them understood and they cooperated
with Lions members to open and run the school.

Lions Club of Cuttack Velvet started this school with ten children and slowly it
grew up and till the end of 1999 the strength reached near about 100. However, it
became difficult for club during Super Cyclone, which has hit Orissa in 1990 this
thatched house was totally destroyed. Club members did not leave their fight to
educate these children. Once again the members contributed whole heartily and
constructed hall.

Now, in school they have near about 100 children and two teachers and a
peon. Club is not collecting any fees from the children and were providing free books,
uniforms and other necessities. The club is also providing vocational training free of
cost.

Recognizing our health care activities for the Balashram inmates of about 300
orphans, blinds deaf and dumb children which we have taken over completely by
opening a Health Centre, the Govt. of Orissa on PUBLIC PARTNERSHIP MODE,
has entrusted Mother-Child Health Care, Institutional Delivery, Immunisation, Family
Welfare Activities like use of contraceptives, N.S.V. and Tubectomy, promoting
awareness activities among adolesecent youth particularly against early marriage,
early pregnancy, repeated abortions by un-skilled birth attendents, HIV, AIDs, Malaria
sanitation etc. for the night bouring population of 32 Slum Cluster with 35,000 people.

The Govt. of India in its programme of Health care for the selected Slums have
provided Rs.5.50 Lakhs per annum, initially for the period of 3 years. Pay and
Fixed T.A. of a lady Medical Officer, a coordinator, an auxiliary Nursing Midwife, a
laboratory Technician for Blood, urine & stool test and 4 link volunteers to educate,
mobilize and help arranging camps, visits and treatment of slum dwellers, all of
whom we have employed on contract service, are part of annual grant and working
with our Lions in the 32 Slums day and night. The OPD of the centre serves the
people & the intimates of the Balasram every day from 5 PM to 8:30 PM with free
medicines and free medical investigation.

The programme details are provided in the Project approved by the Govt. and
implemented by us from 1st Oct.’07. The operational area they cover are as follows :-

WITHIN UTKAL BALASHRAM, NUAPADA, CUTTACK

(SIGNATURE PROJECT – LIONS CLUB OF CUTTACK MAHANADI)
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Lions Club of KALUNGA has dedicated itself for the Humanitarian Service activities for
over a decade. With service activities embracing the life cycle, i.e., from infant to adolescent,
adolescent to adulthood, then to old age and even during the last journey for the Heavenly
abode, KALUNGA not only manages a Homeopathy Clinic, where free treatment is given to all
and also provides emergency services through two ambulances.

Despite this, in case of death, which is the eternal truth, KALUNGA provides a hygienic –
respectful transport through its two dead body carriers “SWARG WAHAN” to the “SWARG
DWAR” through their signature project. Lions at KALUNGA were pained to notice that people
used to throw un-burnt fire wood, highly contaminated wearing apparel, including bandages of
burn cares into the river Brahmani during the process of disposal of mortal remains, thereby
causing immense pollution to the river.

This prompted Lions at KALUNGA to venture for installation of an Electric Crematorium at
Vedvyas, but because the project requires a huge investment, one “Traditional Crematorium”
with two improved Cast Iron Pyres was constructed which was dedicated to the people since
October’2001.

It is also a modest initiation to save river Brahmani from pollution and saving the virgin
forest. Gradually, with the pool up of resources and a Mega Fund Raising project in Nov, 05, a
full fledged Crematorium with all required amenities has come up on a 2 acres land at VEDVYAS
spending around Rs.35 lakhs and following major facilities have been added :
l Two new structures housing Cast Iron Pyres.
l A Welcome gate.
l Three waiting sheds for mourners
l Toilets, Internal Metal road, water supply for drinking / general utilities
l Well maintained garden / landscape and illumination.
Notable features of improved Traditional Crematorium:
l Location of the Crematorium has been so selected that in course of disposal of the mortal

remains, mourners cannot pollute water of river Brahmani by throwing contaminate of
wearing apparels and highly contaminated bandages of decomposed burn corpses.

l Improved pyres have been so designed to save at least 40% of firewood required to put the
mortal remains into ashes. This comes to around 2 quintals (statistics show that about 5

quintals of wood on an average is consumed for total disposal of mortal remains). Statistics
further show that on a average, at Rourkela, 6 bodies are put to flame daily, leading to a
saving of 4380 quintals of wood per annum. This comes from 22 nos. of trees (A 50 year
old tree yields about 200 quintals of wood on an average). Thus 22 trees per annum are
saved from being cut.

Benefits derived from a single 50 Year old tree :
l Oxygen worth Rs.2.5 Lakhs.
l Pure air worth Rs.5.0 Lakhs.
l Improved soil quality and conservation worth Rs.3.0 Lakhs.
l Monitoring water cycle and maintenance of humidity worth Rs.3.0 Lakhs.
l Bio-diversity conservation and offering shelter for animals Rs.2.5 Lakhs.
l Production of Proteins for consumer worth Rs.0.3 Lakhs. Besides, It provides fuel, fodder

and fruits as the case may be throughout its life which just can’t be computed in values.

Lions club of Rourkela has adopted Rourkela Sovaniya Sikhyashram located at Karlakhaman
(near Lathikata approximately 20 km away from Rourkela). It was started in 1997 is a
conglomeration of the best of ancient Gurukul, educational system of Satyabadi, basic & modern
educational system and was founded by revered Kumar Bhai. The students are taught as per
syllabus prescribed by Government of Orissa by a team of thirteen dedicated teachers out of
which twelve are lady teachers called Guruma.

At present, there are 280 students studying in classes ranging from nursery to Class VII.
Being situated in the tribal belt of Orissa more than 80% students come from tribal origin. The
asharama has an area of two acres land and the class rooms (approx plinth area 35 decimals)
and a hostel were constructed by the peripheral development wing of Rourkela Steel Plant. A
couple of years back toilet was constructed by our district. The teachers also stay in the campus
and take care of the children. Food (Breakfast, lunches, Tiffin & dinner) are being prepared in the
mess and served to the children.

Sovaniya Sikhyashram does not get any financial aid from any Government organization.
Parents of the students pay some nominal amount towards messing expenditure. Our club has
instituted a scholarship @ Rs 150/- to five poor students. Since July 2006 during every rainy
season tree plantation is carried out by our club. Last year a computer has been donated by
Lions club of Rourkela to the school and this year, a motor was provided to a tube well. Books
& periodicals are being provided to them on regular basis. We carry out health check up of
students time to time with a team of experienced doctors. Sovaniya Sikhyashrama has a team
of dedicated teachers and also non teaching staff to take care of them. Under the guidance of Sri
Niranjan Behera (Nira Bhai) the Savoniya Sikhyashrama is proceeding ahead to meet the goal
and objectives of Savoniya movement.

ADOPTED SCHOOL SOVANIYA SIKHYASHRAMA
(Managed by Lions Club of Rourkela)
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In slum area of Malgodam Basti in Rourkela a school was started in the year 1984 by the
local people. In the absence of any source of funding the school continued till 1996 in a
building which became dilapidated condition and the quality of the education parted in the
school left much to be desired.

Our club had a permanent project in the shape of “drinking water well” near this school. On
our charter night day in the year 1996 when District Governor also gives official visit to our Club,
DG Lion Arjun Agarwal along with our members had gone to visit our drinking water well project.
At that time some of the local people brought the attention of District Governor and our members
towards the pathetic condition of the school building and sought the help of our club. Immediately
action was taken on the spot. Meeting was done with the school & It was decided to adopt the
school. District Governor was kind enough to donate Rs. 5000/- from the district.

Thus school was adopted and LIONS ADARSH PRIMARY SCHOOL was born. At that
time, the school had only two katcha room that too in a very dilapidated condition, with no electric,
no bench or any other facility. Immediately on adoption, three pucca class room was constructed
by the club and another three was constructed subsequently. Now the school has six class rooms.
On adoption school had strength of 87 children. Now after only 12 years, the strength of the school
has gone three times to 241. The club has provided tube well for drinking water, proper sanitation
facilities for children and staff, fans & electricity in all classes, benches and other facilities.

The school parts with education from primary to Class V in Hindi medium. Computer
education was started in the school in the year 2007-08. Since most of the students come from very
poor family, our club started a programme “EACH ONE TEACH ONE”. Under the scheme one
member bears the expenses of one child for one year and entire expenses of education is met by
the member. Selection of the child under the scheme is need based and on merit.

In order to encourage parents to send their children to the school, children are being
provided with School uniform, school bags, shoes, sweater etc. School is also a beneficiary of
Mid Day Meal scheme of the government.

To promote extra curricular activities, cultural programme are regularly organized by the
school in which club members actively take part. School children are also encouraged to
present their cultural programme in club functions like charter night etc. Since 2007-08, the
school has also started celebrating its Annual Day in a grand manner.

The club wants to upgrade the school to secondary level in near future.

Lions Club of RAYAGADA started Lions Dental Hospital in the heart of the
City with equipped Four Dental Chairs, One X-ray Chair, Pathology Department,
and Patients Sitting Room with 17chairs, Doctors Room, Compressor room with
A.C., Two Doctors, Three Sisters, Two Assistants, X-ray operator and
Receptionist.

The Fund requirement was approx. 13 Lakh to start the Hospital. Club
members arranged/subscribed the entire amount for the Hospital and started
Hospital in rented place. Hospital is running in very planned way and the response
is outstanding. Lions Members are giving orientation to entire staff periodically
and monitoring accounts, financial transactions, patients satisfaction level and
giving free treatment to poor people at selected schools, orphanage home children.
In average every day Doctors giving treatment to 50 patients. with caring of staff
satisfaction.
